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On September 15th, 1897, just down the road at Ferndale
House, (the home of Mr Tonson Garlick), a meeting was
held among those of the district who were interested in

forming a Bowling Club.

The meeting unanimously resolved to form the Mount
Albert Bowling Club. They adopted the rules of the Auckland

Bowling Club with a few minor amendments.

They elected a committee, with Mr Garlick as President,

to run their affairs. The Garlicks’ were a prominent family in
the district and much of the local activities occurred in and
around their home. The local Tennis Club was also already
established on their property so it was only natural that the

family would make available some land on which the —

Bowling Club could be established.

The club hired their first Greenkeeper for 15
Shillings a week. Two rinks were laid in, and
eventually the inaugural opening day for the
new club arrived on October 23rd, 1897.
The first members paid a subscription of
One Guinea.

The young club was not a year old when
disaster struck. Mr Garlick embarked upon a
trip to England, contracted an illness and
died. The loss was a severe blow for the
fledgling club as Tonson had been the
driving force behind the club’s
establishment. The Garlick family however,
maintained significant involvement with the
club during its formative years.

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Your Greens

A important aspect of any Bowling Club
is the maintenance of its Greens to the
highest possible standard and it is to
this end that the Greenkeeper and the
Greens Superintendent direct their
efforts both during the recess period
and throughout the playing season.
Much of this effort can be nullified by
the lack of co-operation and cars by
ALL members. There are several ways
in which wear and damage to the Greens
can be minimised and members are
asked to take note of and make every
effort to implement the proceedures
set out below.

Compaction

Taking short cuts across Greens instead
of walking around them to get to your
rink at the commencement and the end
of play. Dropping bowls from the bank
instead of placing them on the Green
and excessive movement about the “mat
end” of the rink before delivering your
bowls are all practices which cause
additional compaction of the Greens.
Compaction is a major factor which
inhibits the ability of the grass to
maintain vigorous and healthy growth.

Laws of the
Sport of Bowls

A complete worldwide edition of the
Laws of the Game has been produced.
Ask the Club Secretary or one of the
board members if you need assistance
in obtaining a copy.

Mat Positions

Skips and Threes can greatly assist in
the prevention of excessive wear at
the ends of the rinks by ensuring leads
regularly vary the mat position. Under
the revised rules it is only when scrims
are being used that the mat must be
laid on the 2 metre mark.

Do not leave bowls on the Green during
breaks in play, (morning tea, lunch or
between games), as this can cause
burning. Please place them on the bank
or in the ditch.

Footwear
As the Greens are the VITAL asset to the

club, it is important that suitable
footwear is worn at all times. A list of
Bowls New Zealand approved footwear
can be found on their website:

for social/casual bowlers you must

wear flat soled (sports) shoes with no
hard heels, with minimal grip or texture
to the sole. Don't worry if you come
with the wrong shoes; you can always
play barefoot. If you are wearing
incorrect footwear you will be asked to
remove them in order to use the Greens.

The Bowls Operations Committee
wishes to stipulate that when
considering entry into various Club
competitions, that such entry does not
conflict with Centre or other fixtures
that you may have entered. An entry
chart will be placed on the Club Notice
Board in the Clubhouse for each event.
Also an electronic entry will be emailed
to all Members. Cut off time for
entering events will be 5pm the night
before the event.

This will allow organisers to contact
players in the event of byes, etc. For
all team events, a space will be
provided on the chart for members who
are not in a team but who would like to
play. This will allow members
endeavouring to make up teams to see
who is still available and keen to pay.
However, to prevent a bye, the Bowls
Operations Committee may allow late
entries in some circumstances. The
Bowls Operations Committee may alter
team compositions to accommodate all
members who wish to play.

All championship events will be run as
two events; one for men and one for
women. All other competitions will be
mixed. If, however, the Bowls Operations
Committee determines that there are
insufficient players, (or in the interest

of wider participation), for a
Championship Event, they may allow
the event to be run as a mixed event.

The Bowls Oerations Committee may
alter the Conditions of Play to suit the
circumstances prevailing.

All games will be played under Bowls
Nz Rules.

Where possible, the draw will be
communicated, (email, text, phone
call), to all players participating,
especially those players that may have
a late start due to player numbers.

Score cards will be used in all Events.
This will enable the Bowls Operations
Committee to electronically record all
results for future reference.

Draws

Draws will be conducted by Bowls Ops
at aproximatley 5pm the night before
the Event.

Draw process will be done with names
listed from bottom to top with last
drawn names having the bye if
applicable.

Teams of Three (Triples), 2 Bowls
each with at least Two members of
the team being non-registered
bowlers. The registered bowler must
play as lead or the second in the
team. Teams may all be male, all
female, or mixed.

Under NO circumstances are the bowls to
be removed from the club premises.
